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Tournament Information

1.  Registration:  Registration is completed when the tournament entry form AND the registration fee has been received by the Tournament Directors.  First come, first serve.

2.  Refund Policy:  Full refunds if your cancellation is made more than 30 days prior to the tournament start date.  Between 30 and 14 days prior to the May 31st start date, the team will be refunded their entire fee less $100 administrative fee.  If the cancellation date is less than 14 calendar days prior to May 31st, there will be no refund.  Make the cancellation via a phone call to one of the Tournament Directors, followed up with an email.                
3.  Inclement Weather:  There is always a chance that the game(s) could be rained out.  If the entire SSHSS tournament is cancelled due to weather or other circumstances, all teams will receive a 75% refund.  If a team plays one official game, the team will receive a 50% refund.  Once a team starts their second game, there will be no refund.  In the event of inclement weather, call the Tournament Director for the school at which you are scheduled to play.  At the discretion of the Tournament Directors, the format may be changed to lesser time limits or fewer innings to complete the tournament.  Coaches and players accept these conditions when entering the tournament.
4.  Game Times and Field Assignment:  Posted on the tournament web site, via email and at the ball park.  Tournament dates are May 31- June 5, but we reserve the right to schedule games on June 6th in the event of inclement weather.

5.  Fees:  $450 plus one dozen high school approved baseballs.  
6.  Gate:  For spectators, there is a $20 tournament pass or $6 per game gate fee, with kids 12 and under and senior citizens 65 and older being free.  No charge for parking.  No coolers will be allowed for spectators.  Water will be provided in each team’s dugout.

Tournament Rules

Unless noted prior to the event, the National Federation High School Rules will be used with the following exceptions.

1.  Game Time:  Starting time is forfeit time.  Game time starts when the first pitch is made.  Two hour time limit in pool play.  Ties are permitted in pool play.  There is no time limit for the Championship game.
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2.  Home Team:  Determined by the coin flip.  Home team is required to keep the official score book.

3.  Play minimum:  A team must start with a minimum of 9 players but can finish with less, taking outs in the vacant batting order slot(s).

4.  Infield Warm-Ups:  All teams are encouraged to warm-up as much as possible before the game.  No pre-game infield or soft toss.  Batting cages are available at each field.  HELMETS MUST BE WORN BY ALL PLAYERS IN THE CAGES!

5.  Decisions:  During each tournament game, a Tournament Director or his designee will be present and shall have final decision on all tournament questions.
6.  Advancing:  The top two Varsity and JV teams from each pool advance to the Championship.  If teams in pools have identical records, the order for tie-breaker is 1) head to head; 2) fewest run allowed; 3) most runs scored.  No California Rules.  Pool games can end in ties.    
7.  Mercy Rule:  The following mercy rule will be invoked:  eight runs after 5 innings.  This rule applies for all games including the Championship.    
8.  Water Provided:  Water will be provided for players and coaches in each dugout.

9.  No Show:  Teams that no-show their first game without prior permission from either Tournament Director will be eliminated from the tournament and forfeit their entry fee.

10.  Conduct:  Team coaches are responsible for the conduct of their players, parents and other spectators.  No profanity or unsportsmanlike behavior will be tolerated.  The umpires and/or Tournament Directors have absolute discretion in deciding penalties, including the exclusion of a coach, player or spectator.  If a person does not abide with the stated instructions, the team can be subject to forfeiture.

11.  Baseballs:  One dozen high school approved baseballs will be provided to the Tournament Director by each team prior to their first game.  If you opt not to bring a dozen balls to the tournament, please include an additional $45 with your entrance fee. 
12.  JV Participation:  All JV players must be 16 years old or under at the start date of the tournament.  No exceptions.
