Visitor Information Sheet 
 

Game Location (less than a mile from school, but not main school campus): 

The Patriot Athletic Campus (The PAC) 

9825 Brumbelow Rd 

Alpharetta, GA 30022 

 

Admission/Parking options with related costs: 

Shuttle: To avoid crowded and slow moving areas around the PAC, park less than one mile 

away at the Mount Pisgah East Campus (address below) and take a shuttle to The PAC. 

9875 Nesbit Ferry Rd 

Johns Creek, GA 30022 

•  Shuttles from East Campus (pick-up/drop-off is in front of the Drummond Center, Bldg 

G) will cost $5 per person (all ages) unless you have a free game ticket furnished by 

your school or a valid GHSA issued Season Pass. Tickets must be purchased (or 

redeemed if you have a free game ticket or GHSA pass) at the front of the Drummond 

Center and must be presented to the driver to board a bus. 

• Shuttle buses will run 2 hours before kickoff until 15 minutes after the game ends. 

 

Park at the PAC: 

• $20 per car: includes game admission & parking in the PAC general admission lots for 

everyone in the vehicle. For example, vehicle with 5 passengers pays one $20 fee to 

cover parking and for all 5 passengers to enter the game. A vehicle with 1 passenger 

pays one $20 fee to park and that one passenger also gets in the game. 

• NO PARKING at Newtown Park (across from PAC) - Johns Creek Zoning requirements.  

• NO PARKING on Brumbelow Road. Vehicles parked there will be impounded.  

• When parking in spaces facing the football field, cars must be backed into the parking 

space so that the headlights do not shine onto the football field. This ensures player 

safety on the field.   Multiple signs will serve as reminders. 

 

General Information: 

• DO NOT ENTER through the emergency gate (left of the main PAC gate) even if open.  

• There are spectator entrances to the stadium area from both sides of the parking lot. If 

parked in the back Northeast corner, you can walk around that side of the field to the 

stadium area.

Stadium Seating: 

• Visitor seating will be designated in a portion of the East side of the stands. Visitor 

cheerleaders will be set up in front of that section  

•  Patriot Zone seats are in the top 8 rows of the middle section of the stadium and have 

chair-backs and armrests.  Only persons with the specific Patriot Zone Passes will be 

allowed in this section.  These passes are not for sale. 

• Pisgah Student seating will be in the lower area of the West section 

• All other seating will be open seating.  

• Spectators are not to congregate in the stadium walkways or the front platform areas.  

• The stadium track area is not open to the public. 

 

Tailgate Seating: 

• The elevated north side of the field (opposite from the press box) is the perfect spot 

for tailgating!  (This side does not have bleachers) 

• Bring your chairs and watch the game from your tailgate spot along this sidewalk area. 

 

Concessions;  

• Concessions will be available 90 minutes prior to game time: 

o Burgers 

o Brats 

o Hot dogs 

o Pizza 

o Popcorn 

o Dippin’ Dots 

o Pretzels 

o Beverages 

o Kona Ice will have a truck selling Snow Cones as well. 

• Concessions will close after the 3
rd

 quarter.  

 

Departure: 

• Two exits will be available from the PAC parking lot--the main gate and the north gate 

closer to Old Alabama Rd (right turn only). Both of these exits will be open when the 

game ends.  

• Lights out at 10:30. Please try to exit the stadium shortly after the game. While parking 

lot lights will remain on, the stadium lights are required to be off at 10:30 per Johns 

Creek zoning regulations unless the game goes to overtime.
